Present: Sally HT, Shanade YWal, Henna Y1, Jo and Jane Y2, Amy YWill, 
Learning Walk: general impression rather than original plan
Points of good practice seen:
Love the way the classroom walls are utilised, showing pupils work and also learning materials
Children seem to be paying attention in their classes, very well behaved, respectful

Displays on the walls , in particular Year 4 & 6, are fantastic – showcasing the very high standards that the children are achieving

The children were a credit – all listening to the teachers, respectful, polite, helpful. Provision was wonderful, airy and light and with so many different places the children can go to be on their own/ calm down

I was really impressed by the amount of information in each class and the support given in general or one-to-one for extra support

The targets set by each class is an excellent idea. The sensory room and the other classes that cater for children with autism are amazing.

I was very impressed with year 6 enthusiasm and independence with making props for their show

The way support or extra challenge is very clever and I appreciate how different abilities are embraced without branding anyone
Displays in halls and corridors very open with achievement, goals on plans

All classes were engaging in the activities. All teachers were upbeat and supportive despite heat

I’d quite like the school taking on mindfulness methods to teach children coping skills also in a mental aspect

Is there any area where children can post concerns/questions – apart from via school council?

Use of space both internal and external within the school is very good, some areas could be looked at.
Questions brought to the Forum:

Police

Why were police present at school today? There had been some conflict and they were just monitoring the situation
Book Fair
How does it work? Books are sold and we get commission. We have two a year with two different companies. £550 as well as free books, buy two, get one free!
Sensitive issues
If there is an issue, perhaps relating to the news, could parents be informed before this is discussed rather than after? Of course, where possible but sometimes things are brought up by children that we can’t just leave. 

Packed lunches
Doesn’t look like this will be a problem now as wasn’t mentioned in the Queen’s speech

Peer support
We are looking forward to introducing Restorative Justice in September and there will be a parent workshop so everyone understands this.

Buddy Bench
Working very well and the children are proud to help others. 
NSPCC Assembly
What was this for? A letter went home explaining and a message through Class Dojo. ‘The underwear rule’
Security

Discussed that we are going to have a Lockdown practice next Friday, 30th June and that parents will be informed beforehand so they can prepare their children. It will be delivered in a very gentle way so the children don’t become scared. 

Hot weather

Discussed that with extreme heat the children were brought in at lunchtime to the hall which was shaded and spaced out to watch a film so that they could rest and cool after time in the sunshine. On Tuesday when it was 34degrees the children stayed in the hall for the afternoon so keep them as cool as possible. Parents were able to collect at 3pm following wet play procedures. 
Expansion plan
Discussed how this is going to impact on children arriving and leaving the school premises. Parents to go away and think how it may work or what we could trial. With no car park for staff and with builders parked in local roads, things are going to become very difficult. 

Could we not drop the children in the Adult Education Centre?
