1. Parent Questions:

Whilst Year six were slightly below national standards in Reading, Writing and Maths, our Grammar, Punctuation and Spelling was slightly above so the focused improvement worked. Five years ago this class were significantly below national expectations in writing, maths and combined. We just missed national combined by 1% this year. Of the children who didn’t succeed 4/7 were SEN and 2/7 were very vulnerable (/6 for Maths). Unfortunately our SEN children did not achieve their targets despite considerable interventions. Boys made better progress than our girls. Our Pupil Premium children (12) made better progress than our non-pupil premium children. We had five pupils whose progress could not be shared because they did not do KS1 SATS at our school and of these children four out of five achieved expected standard in reading, writing and maths.

Making expected progress or better in Y2 for Reading 87%, Writing 82%, Maths 93%

Not including Provision children          “                         91%,  Writing 86%, Maths 98%

Above expected progress for Y2                                   47%,   Writing 30% Maths 61%

Attainment has improved in all areas whilst staying the same for greater depth in Reading and Writing.

For greater depth we are in-line with national expectations for Reading and now Maths. 

We had a 50% improvement with the children achieving combined 

Since EYFS 75% have made the expected progress in Reading, 80% in Maths and 59% in Writing – 83% of the children have been with us throughout KS1. This does include 5 provision children. 

The role of school governor

Louise discussed her role of school governor and how they hold the school staff to account. She explained the various things they do including each having different responsibilities. She meets with Mrs. Wilson to keep a track on attainment and progress in EYFS and Key Stage one and also with Mrs. Mills to review how our SEN and children in the Provision are progressing. We spoke about the various meetings and it was decided that like last year we would hold a Learning Walk which governors do, with the parents, to give them an insight into our school ‘in action’. Some of the parents who have done this before said they found this enlightening. This is going to be held on 23rd February at 9.00 am.
