Class Questions for 21/11/18
Holly 
Forest School – How many sessions do the children get? There are six and normally it’s Reception, Year 1 and Year 2 for half a term each. Because it was something that was new to the school, over the last couple of years we have made sure that all years groups had the opportunity before they left Poverest. The skills follow through at external residential stays: Downe and Sayers Croft.
 Sports Day – Will the school consider not separating girls and boys next year for races for the younger ones? Encourage gender equality and teach confidence in the children: Yes, Mr. D completely agrees: Will run on ability rather than gender. 
 Balloon Release – Could other methods of celebrating events be considered as this is not good for the environment. We did try but couldn’t get biodegradable balloons in time. We did this four years ago and it was such a momentous experience that we felt it was appropriate for the end as the World War One also. 
 Scooter/Bike Hut – Could one be made available for those children dropped off via main reception? There is one by the ramp as you come into school. We are currently looking into getting a cover to keep bikes,scooters dry under it, through our travel plan. 
 PE – Could children be reminded whether to wear plimsolls (indoor) or trainers (outdoor) before they get changed to avoid mudding the wrong shoes.  They are normally and quite understand. Mr. D suggests separate kit other than school for after-school clubs where this could affect the school PE Kit. 
Hazel
1. Can events ie assembly’s be recorded and purchased for a fee? We do normally record big events and copy them onto a memory stick, free of charge. It’s certainly something I could speak to teachers about so parents who are working, don’t miss it. 

2. When will the heating be fixed? 27th or earlier if the part comes in as stated on Class Dojo

3. The Van being parked on the pavement outside the school is still causing problems and safety issues. I phoned Bromley Council this morning and they are going to send regularly parking surveyance.

One of the children came out with really bad headache but was ok once rehydrated so can the children be allowed water when they need it and not just at breaks and lunch? There is no stipulation on using water, that’s why we have water bottles so the children can go and get them when needed. Please speak to the teacher if there is ever an issue. 
Can children should be allowed to go to the toilet more often and when they need to? Children should always be allowed to go to the toilet. Occasionally there is a child who may use it as an excuse to avoid doing something but we have a system where the children wear a tag to leave the room and return. 
Additional questions brought on the night:
Can someone look at the toilets for Year 1 & 2 as a couple of children have had difficulty opening them? I wasn’t aware of it but have since spoken to Mr. Owbridge and he is sorting it out as we speak. 
Could the children not be asked to bring disposable bags for school trips for environmental reasons and have a back pack instead? This was agreed and an amendment on the trips letters will follow. 
Could we have new Reading records? This is already being addressed and these will be ordered ready for after Christmas. 
Could a ‘Wet pick up text’ be sent out earlier? We try to do this but sometimes it is because it starts pouring with rain just before school. We discussed that it should only be new parents who don’t know to come in at 3pm when this is the case. 
Would parents like to help with creating some commemorative bunting for the school with Year 6 parents? Parents voiced their ideas and this will be organised by the Class rep. of Year 6
This was followed by a discussion with Mrs. Boorman and Mrs. Weeks about what we have to do as a school to follow safeguarding procedures. All the reps found this very useful and were quite overwhelmed when they heard how much it entailed.
