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CURRICULUM





During spring term Oak class will focus their learning around ‘Myths and Legends’.





In History the children will learn about societies that are well known for their myths and legends, such as Ancient Greece and Rome.  They will be looking at major events in the past and comparing the UK to other societies.  We will also be looking at local myths and legends.





In maths we will be looking at written methods for addition, subtraction, multiplication and division, time, data handling and ratio and proportion.





In English we will be studying Odysseus.  





In Science we are studying Evolution and Electricity. We will work scientifically by: observing and raising questions about local animals and how they are adapted to their environment; comparing how some living things are adapted to survive in extreme conditions, for example, cactuses, penguins and camels. They will analyse the advantages and disadvantages of specific adaptations, such as being on two feet rather than four, having a long or a short beak, having gills or lungs, tendrils on climbing plants, brightly coloured and scented flowers.  





We will also be investigating electrical circuits.  We will be finding out how the length of the wire changes the strength of the bulb, how the number of bulbs changes the strength of the light and creating our own more complex circuits.





We are also looking forward to an Ancient Greece workshop at St Peter’s and St Paul’s.
