[image: Leonardo da Vinci - Paintings, Inventions & Quotes - Biography]Read this information about a famous artist you may have heard of, named Leonardo Da Vinci.
Leonardo da Vinci was born on April 15, 1452 and he was Italian. He lived during the Renaissance era, which was a period in time during which important developments and discoveries in areas such as art and science took place. He was a brilliant artist, sculptor, draftsman, inventor, scientist, mathematician, engineer, costume maker, writer and musician. He was also very interested in the laws of science and nature, which greatly influenced his work.
Leonardo was one of the first Italians to use oil paint. He was left-handed and used a mirror to write backwards because a quill pen was easier to pull from right to left than actually push it. It also made it harder for others to dig through his notes and steal his ideas. It’s incredibly hard to write backwards and not many people can do it.
If you would like to, we have set a Leonardo Da Vinci Fact File on PurpleMash as a 2Do. There are hundreds of more facts so research further if you’d like to.
