Today, we are going to focus on the vocabulary and ideas which Michael Rosen uses in his poem. 

At the beginning of the poem, we find out the character is hungry. Why do you think Michael Rosen repeats the word ‘hungry’ lots of times? What is he trying to tell us?

The poem starts off with the character wanting to eat normal foods that we might eat, like a slice of toast. What does the character want to eat which isn’t so normal? 


This is a rhyming poem. Can you find 5 rhyming pairs? These are words which have the same sound. (Eg – man + pan)

Why does Michael Rosen say the character will eat things like ‘the side of a house’?
