5. Why is the poem called ‘Don’t Be Scared’?
6. Have you ever felt afraid of the dark? How do you deal with this fear?

Writing Activity 
Today, we are going to write our own version of ‘I am Hungry’ by Michael Rosen. Let’s refresh our minds with the structure of the poem. He repeats the emotion 6 times at the beginning of the poem. Afterwards, he lists all the things he would do.

One pea. Then I’ll eat me.

Angry. Angry. I’m so angry I….

Once you have written the beginning of your poem (like the examples above), you need to list all the things you would do if you felt that way. Use your planning from yesterday, you should already have some ideas written down.

Eg - I am happy. Really happy. Happy.
Happy. Happy. I’m so happy I’ll run through flowers in a field.
Jump up and down on my bed. Play Romans with my brother, using a shield.
Look at the sun. Bake chocolate chip cupcakes with my Nan. 
Smell the roses. Fly around town, pretending I’m Superman.
