He was incredibly creative and he produced decorative art in a range of different forms, including: textiles, furniture, wallpaper, stained glass windows, book design and tapestry. William Morris lived and worked during the Victorian era. He was born in 1834 and he died in 1896. William Morris was friends with the painters Edward Burne-Jones and Dante Gabriel Rossetti, and he soon stopped being an architect in order to become a painter.
[image: William Morris & Co Seasons by May 216686 Wallpaper | Indigo ...]In 1859 William Morris married Jane Burden. Soon after they had a house built for them on Bexleyheath. The house was called Red House and was designed by Philip Webb. William and Jane designed all of the interiors and decoration themselves.
By the mid-1860s, William Morris concentrated on designing wallpaper. His patterns were inspired by the natural world, and these are some his best-known works of art. You can buy wallpaper inspired by William Morris today!
