The two astronauts flying are Robert Behnken and Douglas Hurley, they are two of Nasa’s most experienced astronauts. They have both been to space before and are even married to other astronauts!
About 10 minutes after launching, viewers spotted a dragon cuddly toy floating in the space craft! It is thought that it was being used to tell the astronauts whether they had zero gravity. As we know, gravity pulls us towards the core of the Earth so when the dragon floats, they know they have zero gravity.
