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Afternoon Activity- The Queen’s Second Birthday
Elizabeth Alexandra Mary was born on 21st April 1926.
Since her coronation, The Queen has celebrated two birthdays each year. Her actual birthday is in April but her official birthday is usually the second Saturday in June.
The tradition of two royal birthdays was started by George II in 1748. He was born in November and felt that the weather would be too cold for his annual birthday parade on his actual birthday. A solution was to celebrate his birthday again at a warmer time of year and hold the parade on this date. 
This became known as the monarch’s official birthday. 
The birthday parade is called Trooping the Colour and the tradition still continues today on The Queen’s official birthday in June.
You can watch highlights from Trooping the Colour 2019 below. Please be aware that the comment section of this YouTube video is on so check before your child watches.
