1. Fold the tissue paper in half to make a nice thin rectangle.
  
2. Choose one end of the tissue paper and colour in 1/4 of the tissue paper.  Use many of your colouring pens to draw a rainbow.

3. Repeat the previous step but this time on the opposite end of the tissue paper.

4. So now both ends of the tissue paper should have the rainbow colours while the middle is blank with no colours (see example image on the right).

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Parkrun and Junior Parkrun

Parkrun is a five kilometres (five K) run where you run around a park. If you have heard of Norman park, there is a parkrun called “Bromley Parkrun” there and you run around the park two and a half times before finishing. It is a flat and fast course. You also get rewards for doing a specific amount of runs. You can run from 4 years old and above.
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Junior Parkrun is a 2 kilometres run that is in a park, like a parkrun, but you only run around a smaller park 2 or 3 times. If you want to run quickly, then Junior parkruns will help because they can be run from 4 years old and you have to stop at 14 years old. You get rewards for doing a specific amount of Junior parkruns, but instead of t-shirts, you get wristbands.
