1. INTRODUCTION AND OVERVIEW 
At Poverest Primary School, we are committed to providing a safe, engaging, and innovative learning environment for our children. As we continue to embrace new technologies, artificial intelligence (AI) has become an important part of the educational landscape. This AI Policy outlines how AI tools and resources will be integrated into our school’s teaching and learning practices while ensuring that children’s safety, privacy, and well-being are always prioritised.
We believe that AI has the potential to enhance education by providing personalised learning experiences, improving accessibility, and supporting teachers in their roles. However, it is also important to recognise the ethical considerations and responsibilities involved in using AI. This policy sets clear guidelines for the appropriate, responsible, and ethical use of AI in our school community, helping children and staff navigate this exciting technology, thoughtfully and responsibly.
Through this policy, we aim to foster an environment where children can explore AI in a safe and supportive way, learn about its possibilities, and develop the skills to use it responsibly both now and in the future.

2.	SCOPE

This policy document applies to all members of our school community, including children, teachers, administrative staff and other stakeholders who may use AI technologies in the school environment. 


3. 	POLICY STATEMENT

The use of AI technologies in school aligns with our mission to provide a high-quality education that prepares children for success in the 21st century. AI technologies have the potential to support personalised learning and help teachers identify areas where children need extra support. They can also support research and writing activities and provide opportunities for children to develop skills related to critical thinking, problem-solving and digital literacy.


4. 	VISION

To harness the power of AI in creating personalised, innovative, and efficient educational experiences that enhance teaching, streamline operations, and empower every child to reach their full potential. 


AI Education for Children: 

As part of our commitment to preparing children for a future where AI plays an important role, we integrate AI education across all year groups within our computing curriculum. 

This includes:

· Understanding AI: Children are introduced to the concept of AI, its applications in everyday life, and its potential impact on society. 
· How AI Works: We teach children the basic principles of how AI systems function, such as machine learning, pattern recognition, and data use. 
· Safe and Responsible Use: Children are educated on how to engage with AI technologies safely and responsibly, including considerations around data privacy, ethics, and digital well-being. 
· Practical Applications: Throughout the curriculum, children explore using AI tools effectively in various contexts, promoting creativity and problem-solving.
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The following individuals and groups are responsible for the implementation and maintenance of the policy:

· Children: responsible for using AI technologies, ethically and responsibly, as outlined in this policy. 
· Parents/Guardians: responsible for supporting their children’s appropriate and ethical use of AI technologies in compliance with this policy. 


6. 		ETHICAL CONSIDERATIONS, TRANSPARENCY AND ACCOUNTABILITY

In the development and implementation of artificial intelligence (AI) at Poverest Primary School, it is crucial to address ethical considerations, ensure transparency, and uphold accountability to ensure that the technology benefits children and does not cause harm.

· Privacy and Data Protection: One of the primary ethical concerns is safeguarding the privacy of children. AI systems may collect data on children’s behaviours, learning patterns, and interactions. It's important to ensure this data is protected and used only for educational purposes. Schools must comply with relevant laws, such as the General Data Protection Regulation (GDPR) or similar local privacy laws, to ensure children’s personal information is not misused. The school will avoid using AI-based resources that store children’s personal information.
· Safety and Well-being: The ethical use of AI should prioritise the safety and emotional well-being of children. AI systems should not expose children to harmful content, inappropriate interactions, or negative online behaviours. It’s important that AI systems are built to recognise and address any concerns related to mental health and well-being.
· Informed Consent: Parents and guardians must be fully informed about how AI will be used in their children's education.

1. Clear Communication about AI's Role: We will be clear about the purpose of AI systems in the classroom. Teachers, parents, and children should be informed about how the AI tools function, how they collect and process data, and the outcomes they are designed to achieve. Transparency helps build trust and enables stakeholders to make informed decisions about the use of AI.
2. Disclosure of AI Systems: All AI-based tools used in schools, whether for personalised learning, assessment, or other purposes, should be disclosed. This includes information on how the AI system works, its capabilities, limitations, and the underlying algorithms it uses. 
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Accountability

2. Monitoring and Oversight: Continuous monitoring of AI systems in use is crucial. Schools should regularly audit AI tools to ensure they are functioning correctly and aligning with ethical standards. This includes periodically reviewing the algorithms for fairness, accuracy, and safety. Regular assessments help catch any problems early on and allow for quick intervention when necessary.
3. Responsibility for Errors or Harm: If an AI system leads to an error or causes harm—such as providing incorrect assessments or misinterpreting a child’s behaviour—there must be clear procedures for addressing and correcting the situation. 
4. Ethical AI Development and Vendor Responsibility: Schools should ensure that any AI tools they use are developed by reputable vendors who adhere to ethical guidelines. The vendors themselves must be accountable for the technology they provide, ensuring it aligns with privacy standards and does not pose any harm to children.


7. 		PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT

Staff will receive training on the use of AI technologies in education. Professional development opportunities will emphasise the ethical use of AI technologies, ensuring that educators are proficient in guiding children towards responsible AI usage. We are committed to looking for opportunities to use AI which will bring about benefits for teachers and children. For example, teachers may want to make use of AI to create and support lesson resources. We will explore ways to use AI to reduce workload, especially in marking and feedback. 


6. 	CONCLUSION

Our school recognises the benefits of using AI in education and is committed to providing a safe and supportive learning environment for our children. The guidelines outlined in this policy are in place to ensure academic integrity, safeguarding, and maintaining ethical standards. All children, teachers, and staff must adhere to this policy when using AI. 

This policy will be monitored as part of the school’s annual internal review and reviewed on a three-year cycle or as required by legislative changes.
